
Using the Website 
 
The “clic-clac.com” website offers you the opportunity to customize metal candy tins by 
creating your own tin lid design, by optionally adding printed text to the lid design and by 
choosing the type of candy to fill the tin with. Clic-Clac is original as it enables you to 
customize the design which will then be directly printed on the tin lid, without adding any type 
of paper label, and then lets you order small quantities of your customized tins (minimum 12 
tins per design used).  
 
To place an order, follow the steps below:  
 

1. Choose one or several images on your computer that you would like to use. Files can 
be in *.png, *.jpg, *.gif, *.zip formats.  

2. Upload the first file selected from your computer to the website and view your image 
directly on the bottom right-hand corner of the tin lid visual displayed on screen.  

3. Use your cursor or the on-screen centre, zoom in, zoom out arrows to move and 
position your image as you wish.  

4. Enter the text to be added and choose your font, its size and colour.  
5. You may choose to totally cover the lid with your image or to limit it to the top alone, 

excluding the locking tabs. If you exclude the tabs, then select a colour to be used for 
the tabs.  

6. Display the 3-dimensional view of the candy tin and confirm your customization. 
7. Enter your postal address.  
8. Choose the candy to fill your tins with.  
9. Enter the number of candy tins you wish to order.  
10. Confirm your order by accepting the general terms of sale and by making a credit card 

e-payment via a secure website. 
11. For orders that include several different customizations, redo steps 1 to 8 as often as 

necessary before making your e-payment.  
 
Uploading Your Image  
Click “Browse” to access your file explorer. The website accepts png, jpg, gif, or zip format 
images. Upload and process 
speed will globally depend 
on your network bandwidth, 
the size of the image file to 
upload and your explorer. As 
the tin lid print surface is 
limited, it is recommended 
not to upload large-sized 
images. Also, avoid using photos smaller than 50 KB as the finished design may be of 
unsatisfactory quality. Files to upload should be between 500 KB and 2 MB.  
  

Allows you to delete your image 



Object Description  
Once the image file is completely uploaded, 5 objects will be selectable on the lid visual:  

1. Uploaded image  
2. Text line 1  
3. Text line 2  
4. Text line 3  
5. Plain-coloured border if your image excluded the locking 

tabs  
 
Both size and position can be modified for the first four objects; 
colour can be modified for the texts and the plain-coloured 
border.  
 
 
Toolbar Description  
 
The buttons on the toolbar can be used to modify the objects on the visual. First click an object 
to select it, and then use the toolbar buttons to modify it.

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Positioning the Image on the Lid  

 

Two types of lid print are available:  
 

1. The image covers the lid and the locking tabs  
 

  
 
 
By clicking the “Lid and Locking Tabs” button, you can position your 
image on the whole lid surface.  
 
 

To centre the image and to view what will be printed on the

2. The image only covers the lid  
 

  
 
This mode is useful when the image frame does not cover the totality 
of the lid. You can then select a colour to apply to the tabs by using 

the colour chart.  
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
Changing Background Colour     

 
 
18 colours are pre-programmed. You 
may also adjust the colour by using 
the integrated colour chart. Glide your 
cursor over it to access a wide range of 
different colours and hues.  
 



Entering and Positioning Text on the Visual  
 
You may enter 3 lines of text. You can customize 
the position, size, colour and font type for each 
line. 
 
 
 
 
 
Lines 1 and 3 use the same principles.  They can be straight or curved and 
can be moved on the central vertical axis.  
 
 

To move the text to the left or to the right on the circumference, 
insert spaces before or after your text.  

 
 
 
 
Line 2 can be positioned anywhere on the visual and the text can be 
aligned to the left or the right, or centred.  
 
 
 

Use spaces and word wraps to position your text exactly where 
you wish it to be.  

 
 
 
 
 
Font size is customizable, 
but to be readable, it is 
advisable not to use lower 
than 8.  
 

 

Viewing Your Tin 3-Dimensionally 
 

Hover over the image with your cursor, then holding down the left mouse button, make the tin 
pivot
